Like many districts across the state and region, we experienced a higher
than usual employee turnover. It's rewarding seeing how many quality
candidates applied for positions within the Cooperative which speaks
highly of our communities and schools. With additional funding, we
have added more counseling staff. Both the middle and high school will
have their own counselor and both elementary schools will share a
counselor. This will greatly increase much needed student support. A
new position, Cooperative Food Manager, will help us better coordinate
purchases, navigate supply chains, and keep improving services.
Transitional Kindergarten, for students turning 4 by Sept 1st, will now
be available at Lind Elementary with Ritzville to follow in the 2023-
2024 school year. We continue developing Lind-Ritzville Academy as an
option for regular or homeschooled students wishing to access online
and hybrid (some classes on campus) learning options. Our own LR
Academy teacher has been hired to work directly with students and
families. We look forward to working with all of our new employees and
with you, our valued partners, as we keep striving for continuous school
improvement.
